	Activity 1: Where have you been to?
1. Ss are seated in their assigned groups.
2. Ss take out the pictures that they have brought.

(Ss will be asked to bring pictures 
of the places they have traveled for homework.)
3. Ss show the pictures to other group members and describe them. Ss also explain some things they liked and disliked about the trip.

	Participate in the activity.

	15 min.

	Activity 2: Where do you want to go?
1. T shows the pictures of different travel destinations on PPT slide. (Ex: London, Sydney, Thailand, etc.)
2. Ss pick where they would like to go for their vacation.
3. Ss discuss in their group about the reason they have picked the place by describing the picture on the PPT slide.
4. When all the groups are finished, T asks some Ss where they are going to travel and the reason why they chose that place.
	Participate in the activity.

	Activity 3: Where do you want to stay?
1. T distributes four pictures of different kind of resorts or hotels.
2. Ss get one kind of resort each.
3. T gives Ss some time to take a look at the picture and think about the good things about the place.

4. Ss should persuade other group members that the resort is the best of the four choices.
5. Ss show their picture to the other group members and describe the picture.

6. At the end of the activity, Ss should choose a place they’d like to stay.
	Stay in the group and provide some assistance if necessary.

	Activity 4: Let’s make our travel plans!
1. T pairs up the Ss with the ones in the other group.
2. T gives a piece of paper to the Ss.

3. T asks each pair to decide on the city they’d like travel for three days.

4. Then, in a pair, Ss discuss about their own travel plans and write them down.

5. After all the pairs are done making their own plans, Ss go back to their original group.

6. Ss share their plans with their group members.
	Go around the room and provide some assistance if necessary.

	Activity 5: Describing the map!

1. T divides the class into two.
2. T assigns one group to be the tourists and the other group to be locals.

3. T distributes map type A to the tourists.

4. T pair up Ss with different roles.

5. Ss role-play. Tourists ask questions to locals using the map. 

6. Locals answer the questions by describing the map.

7. After all the pairs are done, change roles.

8. T distributes map type B to the new tourists and repeats the activity.
	Go around the room and provide some assistance if necessary.

	Activity 5: Make your own travel brochure!

1. Ss are asked to sit in their original groups. 

2. T shows a travel brochure online and shares the things included in a travel brochure.

3. Ss are asked to make their own travel brochure as a group.
4. Each group decides on a travel destination.

5. Ss discuss adjectives and phrases they want to use in their brochures to describe the place.

6. Ss discuss specific places they plan to advertise. (Ex. shopping centers, restaurants, historic sites, etc.)

7. Ss discuss practical details they’d like to include in their brochure. (Ex. hotels, transport, prices, etc.)
9. Ss design and write a brochure for their destination.
10. Ss use pictures from the magazine they were provided with. (T brings travel magazines that Ss can cut out from)

11. When finished, a representative in each group shows the brochure to class and advertise their travel destination.
	Participate in the activity.
