Activity 1 – Typhoon Game 
Function: Describing Graphs 
Objective: Students will be able to describe different types of graphs.
Time: 15min. 
Materials:  PPT (appendix A)
Procedure:
1. Typhoon game is a type of powerpoint game in which students will gain, lose or swap some points in random. Students have to pick their own alphabet from A to Z and will be given a quiz which belongs to the alphabet. The quiz questions are about different types of graphs.
Big siblings – Encourage the sisters.
Activity 2-Information Gap Activity
Function: Describing graphs
Objectives: Students will be able to describe a graph and to draw a graph listening to other’s description.
Time: 15min. 
Material: worksheets (Appendix B)
Procedure

1. Two students will be given different worksheets with one graph and one blank.
2. One student describe their graph to the other, and the other student has to draw the described graph on her own worksheet. Then, do the same to the partner.
3. Show each other’s graph and check if the graph is right.
Big siblings: Help the students with expressions. Monitor them not to show the graphs to their partners.
Activity3- Survey
Function: Describing graphs
Objectives:  Students should be able to create a graph based on the survey result and describe them.
Time: 20min. 

Materials: ppt (appendixA), Big papers, stickers, markers, cosmetic products
 Procedure
1. Each group will test different cosmetic products and participate in the survey.
2. Each group will create a graph based on the survey result.
3. The teaching group will remind them what kinds of graphs are appropriate for what type of information.
4. After creating their own graph, the students are asked to practice describing them. 
Activity 4 – Presentation for the survey result
Function: Describing graphs
Objectives:  Students should be able to create a graph based on the survey result and describe them in a structured paragraph.
Time: 20min. 

Materials: ppt (appendixA), Big papers 
Procedure

1. The teaching group will ask each group to present the survey result in a graph form. 
2. Give the groups some more time to discuss it and organize their presentation using introduction-body-conclusion format. 
3. Each group makes a presentation in front of the class and the professor will judge whose presentation was the best.
Big Siblings: Guide them with expressions and organization.
